As many of you are aware, Charlestown, like many area's, has experi-

enced an increase in burglaries over the past several months. Reported thefts
of items in our homes, garages, sheds, cars, etc. increased dramatically. My-
self, and other commissioners were also victims of these thefts. Many citi-
zens got directly involved to try and bring an end to the crimes. Theyorgan-
ized Neighbor Watch groups. They also made several calls to townofficials,
the State Police Department and the Sheriff to express their outrage, and to

offer help. Citizens attended Town Commissioner meetings and Neighborhood
Watch meetings to discuss how to stop the crime. The Town Commissioners
also took decisive action. The Town Commissioners contacted the Sheriff's

Department and increased the police patrols in town greatly. Sheriff Janney
attended a Commissioner's meeting, committed Sheriff's Department re-
sources and announceda planto address the increased burglaries. The fight
hasbeencostly. This includes the valuable items taken but more importantly,
our sense of well being and safety in our homes. The Town has spent many
thousands of dollars on extra police patrols. Money we all pay in our town
taxes. Money we need for other things like storm water management or street
repairs etc. If you are wondering... Yes, there have been results. Sus-
pects have been caught in the act and arrested. Some stolen property has
been recovered. Some suspects living among us, were caught and released
pending trial, then unbelievably, were caught in the act and arrested again.
These arrests were made with the help and cooperation of the police and citi-
zens who got involved by telling the police what they knew and by working with
police to catch these suspects. While the fight will never be over. We have
now seen a large drop in the thefts recently, as compared to several months
ago. I would like to take this opportunity to thank all those involved in fighting
these crimes. To the citizens who came to the various meetings and those citi-
zens involved with the apprehension of the suspects, the Charlestown Commis-
sioners and Safety Committee (all volunteers), the police, Sheriff and Depu-
ties. You all have made a great difference. Thank You. The criminals should
know, the Town Commissionersand citizens of Charlestown are resolved and

will do what ever is necessary to keep Charlestown the quiet, tranquil and safe
community it has always been.

ENVIRONMENTAL PROGRAMS:

Household Hazardous Waste Dav Events
The Cecil County Solid Waste Management
Division holds two Household Hazardous
Waste Day Events per year at the Central
Landfill. One event is in the spring and one
in the fall. During these events, medications
are accepted for proper disposal through
incineration. In addition to unwanted or
expired medications, the following materials
are accepted during these events~

. Aerosol, Latex, & Oil Paint

. Stains & Thinners

. Kerosene & Gasoline

. Insecticides

. Weed Killers

. Swimming Pool Chemicals

. Propane Tanks

. All other household chemicals

. No ammunition or unknown substances

. No commercial hazardous waste

To insure safety:
1. Never mix chemicals
2. Never smoke while handling chemicals
3. Do not place waste in plastic containers

or bags
4. Tighten caps & lids
5. Pack paint, pesticides, and chemicals

separately in sturdy boxes & pad with
newspaper

Sharps Disposal
Diabetics and self injectors may bring their
sharps to the Central Landfill Onlv for proper
disposal through incineration by a fully
licensed biomedical waste disposal
company.

VeQetable Oil
All types of used vegetable oil can be
recycled at all three solid waste facilities
including:
. Corn Oil _. Peanut Oil ... ,.

. Canola Oil

. Olive Oil

. No solid fat

Motor Oil & Antifreeze
Used motor oil & antifreeze can be recycled
at all three solid waste facilities.

These materials are
crushed and ground into road base which is
used as a gravel substitute on site.

Textiles

All types of clothing and textiles can be
recycled at the Central Landfill onlv
Including:
. Shirts, Pants, Dresses & Skirts
. Sheets& Towels
. Paired Shoes
. Handbags & Backpacks
. No carpet, toys, or wet material

Yard Waste & Brush
Available at the Central Landfill and Bi-
weeklv at Stemmers Run Transfer
Station. Brush over 3" in diameter is
charged a fee.
