MarvCarol Duranae

Mary Carol has been a proud Cecil County resident for over twenty-three years,
living the last eleven years in Charlestown, with her husband of twenty-six years,
Thomas and their three children. An active nurse for twenty-seven years, she has
worked the past year in the Cecil County school system. A graduate of Cecil Col-
lege and the College of Notre Dame of Maryland, she is continuing her education
and presently a graduate student at the College of Notre Dame. Mary Carol served
as Charlestown Commissioner October 2004-January 2005, elected by the com-
missioners to fill a vacancy. She was elected by the town in January 2006 and is
presently serving as a town commissioner. She has been a Riverfest Committee
member since its inception, and serves as an elected chairperson. She also serves
on the Charlestown Special Events Committee. Mary Carol has several priorities
for Charlestown: (a) preservation and promotion of Historic Charlestown, (b) storm
water management, (c) continued growth of children's programs, (d) implementa-
tion of programs for our youth, (e) implementation of programs for our senior town
members, (f) controlled town growth, (g) programs to augment our police patrols,
and (h) quicker and more consistent responses to our town's problems. MaryCarol

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Richard Price

Richard retired from a career as a scientist for the US Army Research Laboratory in 1999, when he and his
wife, Judy, bought a historic home on Conestoga Street in Charlestown, remodeled it. Professionally he
continues to consult on auditory hazard issues nationally and internationally, publish in the area, and chairs
an American National Standards Committee. Locally, he has served two terms as Town Commissioner,
working to promote a variety of civic improvements. He has acted as Treasurer for the town, supporting
the adoption of modern accounting software, bringing the town's accounting system into conformity with
state requirements. He has also served as Chairman of the town's Strategic Planning Committee, whose
report has provided essential elements for the official 2007 Strategic Plan for the town. More recently he
has served as Chairman of the Vision for Charlestown Committee, which has proposed appearance stan-
dards for town streets and parks, the creation of a linear park system for the town that will provide walking,
jogging, bicycling activities for all the citizens of the town, a bandstand and supporting programs as well as
other civic improvements (full report available on town's web site). Lastly, he is serving as Chair of the
Public Safety Committee for the town, seeking to maximize public safety through the effective use of Sher-
iffs Department Police Patrols. As a supplemental measure he has proposed the development of a
Neighborhood Watch program that will be coordinated with the Sheriffs Department as a cost-effective
means of promoting public safety. His aim is to make Charlestown the kind of place the people living there
will enjoy.

Henry Burden, who did a great job as Charlestown's Town Administrator for the last two years, has
accepted a job .with the Town of Port Deposit. We wish Henry great success. Wib Pumpaly is Charles-
town's new Town Administrator. Wib is a former Charlestown Commissioner Vice President and 20
year resident of Charlestown. He brings many professional skills and experience to the position and we
are very excited to have him working for the town. There are several projects, in various stages of com-
pletion, around town.

1. Dredging: The Town Boat Ramp, Boating Pier, and Fireboat Pier areas are all scheduled to have
dredging completed by February 15, 2009.

2. Storm Water Management: A new drainage system for the corner of Bladen and Market Streets,
through the playground, to the river; and parts of Conestoga Street has been engineered and per-
mitted. We will begin construction as weather permits, hopefully very soon.

3. The Cecil Inn-Hotel: A two-hundred year old historic building at the corner of Bladen and Caroline
Streets was for sale. The town is using a loan from Maryland's Historic Trust to purchase the prop-
erty and building. We intend to use grants from Maryland's Historic Trust to completely restore the
building to historically correct standards. We will then sell the property back into private owner-
ship with a historic easement on the property. In this way we hope to preserve some of Historic
Charlestown without spending your tax dollars. A Cecil Hotel Restoration Board is being formed to
oversee the project and will report to the Charlestown Commissioners.

4. Water Tower Painting: We have contracted with Maryland Environmental Services to inspect and
oversee the painting of our water tower. We are considering having the Town seal painted on the
tower.

5. Weare discussing a proposal to implement a Neighborhood Watch program that will coordinate
with the Cecil County Sherriff's office.

If you have any suggestions or concerns for any Town related subjects please feel free to stop by the
town hall or come to our town meetings.

NUMBER ONE RECYLING MUNICIPALITY IN CECIL COUNTY

The Cecil County Commissioners announced that Charlestown was the 2008 Municipality winner
.of the Maryland Recycling Act Award. Residents of Charlestown have been able to reduce the amount of
trash that goes into the County Landfill by a larger percentage than any other town in Cecil County.
According to the records of the Cecil County Department of Public Works which manages the land fill,
Charlestown recycled over 12 percent of the total amount of trash last year. Many households have dis-
covered that over half of their trash is recyclable.

With the new "SINGLE STREAM RECYCLING" it is easy to place all your recyclables at curb-
side each Monday. It is no longer necessary to separate newspapers, bottles, plastics and cans. Town

,workers pick everything up and you can feel good about doing something to help the environment.
