If a residentis registeredto votein theGeneralElectionandwouldnormallyvoteat theCharlestownElementary
School,theyaretherebyableto votein theannualTownof Charlestownelections.

If a residentdoesNOTwantto beregisteredfortheGeneralElectionsin CecilCounty,Maryland,theymayob-
taina "TOWNONLY" registrationcardat theTownHall.

"Everypersonwho is a citizenof theUnitedStates,is at leasteighteen(18)yearsof age,hasresidedwithinthe
Townfor at leastthree(3)monthsimmediatelyprecedinganyTownelectionand is registeredinaccordancewiththe
provisionsof thisChartershallbea registeredvoterof theTown. Everyregisteredvotershallbeentitledto voteatany
or allTownelections."

(Charterof theTownof Charlestown,ArticleVI, Registration,Nomination,andElections;Section25-601.Voters.)

SNOWYANDICYSIDEWALKS

A timelyreminderwe hopewill notbe"timely"for long. Thereis actuallya spot in the "CharlestownCode"
(ArticleII,Section148-3A & B) thatdealswiththe responsibilityfor removalof snowand icefroma homeowner's
street-sidewalkway.

Briefly,it statesthat thesidewalkmustbeclearedwithin24 hoursafterthesnowhasstopped.Icysidewalks
shallbetreatedwithenoughof an appropriatesubstanceto maketravelreasonablysafeandthen,assoonasweather
permits,shallbecleanedto a pathwidthof at leastthree(3)feet.

Also,makesurenosnowis piledagainstanyfirehydrants. Actually,if youhavea firehydrantnearyourhome,
it is a reallygreatideato keepsnowclearedfromaroundit.
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HISTORICCECILINNRESTORATION

As someof youmayalreadyknow,theTownhaspurchasedthe historicsitelocatedat 629 BladenStreetformerlyknownas I

the Cecil Inn.Thissitehasplayeda significantrole in theTown'shistory.Anexecutiveorderwas passedat the TownMeetingon
Tuesday,January13th,2009andis summarizedas follows:

. The Townof Charlestownconsidershistoricalpreservationa priority
It is the responsibilityof theTownto promotethe preservationandrestorationof historicallysignificantstructuresandsites
The structurerequiresstabilizationaswellas restorationpriorto thedeterminationof its finaldisposition
TheTownanticipatesconsiderablegrantsfromhistoricalpreservationorganizations
The responsibilityfor designingandmanagingthe restorationof theCecilInnwill be assignedto a citizensBoardappointed
by the Presidentandapprovedbythe Boardof TownCommissionersfor a termof threeyears. Thisboardis referredto as
the CecilInn RestorationBoard.
The RestorationBoardshall:

Preparea stepby stepplanfor the restoration
Administergrantsandotherfundsdedicatedto the project
Reportmonthlyto theTownBoardon progressandplans
Recommendto theTownBoardcontractsfor restorationwork
Presentrequisitionsandinvoicesto the TownBoard
Prepareproposalsfor grantsto supportthe restoration
Recommendto theTownBoardthefinaldispositionof the restoredproperty
