GUIDELINES FOR TRASH & SINGLE STREAM RECYCLYING


· Single stream recycling & trash will be collected by the trash contractor (1) one time per week, each Monday, unless that day is a holiday.  When the Cecil County landfill is closed, our contractor will collect on Tuesday.  Containers for recyclables must be properly marked.  Free stickers are available in Town Hall.  All trash must be at curbside by 6:00 am.

The following single stream recyclables can be mixed and presented for collection in the same container:

· newspaper					  
· magazines
· office paper
· catalogs
· telephone books
· cardboard (flattened)
· aluminum cans, aluminum foil, pie plates, food trays
· glass bottles (unbroken)
· plastic bottles, crates, totes
· tin, steel, bi-metal cans
· aerosol cans (empty)
· rigid plastics, butter tubs, laundry baskets, plastic party cups, plastic buckets
· plastic grocery bags (bagged)
· milk cartons, plastic milk jugs, water jugs
· shredded paper (bagged)
· plastic flower pots (dirt & flowers removed)   

 

· A word of caution.  Care must be taken when presenting recyclables for collection.  All cardboard and paper products must be dry.   Pizza boxes stained with grease, used diapers, heat-resistant cookware, light bulbs, window glass cannot be included.  Additionally the Town contractor will not accept any of the following.  These items must be taken to the Cecil County Central Landfill by some other means.  We suggest that you contact the landfill at 410-996-6275 for specific details relating to their disposal: 

· vegetable oils
· motor oils
· anti-freeze
· kerosene, gasoline
· insecticides
· Stains, varnishes
· paint cans, oil paint, latex paint, aerosol paint cans
· solvents
· weed killers
· thinners, paint
· batteries
· medications, sharps containers
· propane tanks
· household chemicals
· electronics
